Northern Fjord Driving Tour

Bergen to Oslo or vice versa
Preferred time of operation is between May and September

Day 1 Bergen-Balestrand

A rental car will be available. Then depart for your tour to the fjords. Drive along the
coastal road to Oppedal by the Sognefjord. Board a ferry for a 20 minute crossing of
the fjord to Lava. Continue along the ”King of Fjords” to Balestrand. Check in at the
Kvikne’s Hotel for dinner and overnight.

Day 2 Balestrand-Loen

Buffet breakfast at the hotel. Leave Balestrand and drive via Vetlefjord and ascend
the winding road to Gaular Mountain and along Lake Jglster. Then across the Utvik
Mountain to Olden by Nordfjord. From here make a side trip to Briksdal and on foot
visit the mighty glacier. After the visit here, continue to Loen and check in at another
fine hotel. Dinner and overnight.

Day 3 Leon-Geiranger

Buffet breakfast at the hotel. Drive along Nordfjord and the Hornindal Lake — the
deepest in northern Europe, to Hellesylt. Here board a ferry for an hour’s cruise on
the famous Geirangerfjord, passing the 7 Sisters and the Bridal Veil waterfalls, which
tumble into the sea. Disembark at Geiranger and check into your hotel for dinner and
overnight.

Day 4 Geiranger-Lillehammer

Buffet breakfast at the hotel. This morning drive up the winding road and make a
stop at the Flydal to enjoy the fine view. Then continue further up to Dalsnibba
viewpoint (toll road not included). Leave the Geiranger area behind and drive across
the barren plateau past Grotli and down the Bgver valley to Lom. Continue along the
lake to Otta and enter the Gudbrandsdal valley. Arrive at Lillehammer and check into
your hotel for dinner and overnight.

Day 5 Lillehammer-Oslo

Buffet breakfast at the hotel. This morning visit the interesting museum at
Maihaugen (included) which consists of numerous old farm buildings and stave
church collected from the area around Lillehammer. If time permits, we suggest also
to visit some of the sites used for the Winter Olympics in 1994. Leave Lillehammer
and drive along Lake Mjgsa past Hamar into Oslo. Return your rental car.
